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REGULATION ON PRINCIPLES OF THE SUPERVISORY BOARD FORMATION OF JSC “CIMP”

1. GENERAL PROVISIONS

1.1.The Regulation on Principles of the Supervisory Board Formation of the Joint-Stock Company “Plant “Kvant”
(hereinafter the “Regulation”) was developed in accordance with the norms of Laws of Ukraine “On
Management of State Property Objects”, “On Joint Stock Companies” and in pursuance of Cabinet of
Ministers of Ukraine resolutions dated March 10, 2017, for No. 142 “Some issues of management of state
unitary enterprises and business entities which have more than 50 percent of the shares belonging to the state
in the authorized capital” and “Some issue of management of state property objects” dated March 10, 2017 for
No. 143.

1.2.The Regulation establishes general requirements for candidates for the Supervisory Board of the Joint-Stock
Company “Plant “Kvant” (hereinafter the “Company”), defines the functions of the Supervisory Board
member of the Company (hereinafter the “Supervisory Board”), as well as the scope of competence and the
set of professional skills that the Supervisory Board member should have, his professional and personal
qualities

2. BASIC PRINCIPLES OF THE SUPERVISORY BOARD ACTIVITY. FUNCTIONS
OF THE SUPERVISORY BOARD MEMBER

2.1. The Supervisory Board is the body of the Company that protects the rights of shareholders, and within the
limits of its competence determining by the Company’s Articles of Association and by current legislation,
controls and regulates the activities of the Company Directorate (hereinafter the “Directorate”).

2.2 . The competence of the Supervisory Board is to resolve issues stipulated by law, the Company’s Articles of
Association, as well as issues transferred by the General Meeting of the Shareholders of the Company for the
decision of the Supervisory Board (hereinafter the “General Meeting”).

2.3. The quantitative composition of the Supervisory Board is established by the Company’s Articles of
Association.

2.4 The procedure for organizing the work of the Supervisory Board is determined by the Company’s Articles of
Association and /or current legislation.

2.5. Functions, rights and duties of the Supervisory Board member are established by the Company’s Articles of
Association and /or current legislation, as well as the Regulation on the Supervisory Board of a Company.

3. PROCEDURE FOR CHOOSING AND TERMINATION OF THE AUTHORITIES OF THE
SUPERVISORY BOARD MEMBERS

3.1. Members of the Supervisory Board are elected by the sharecholders during the General Meeting by cumulative
voting for the term stipulated by the Company’s Articles of Association. The procedure for cumulative voting,
as well as the counting of votes, shall be carried out in the manner prescribed by the Company's Articles of
Association and / or by current legislation.

3.2.As a member of Supervisory Board may be clected sharcholders or persons representing their interests
(hereinafter “Shareholders’ Representatives”) and independent members of the Supervisory Board
(hereinafter “Independent Directors”).

3.3.The number of Independent Directors in the Supervisory Board is determined by the Company’s Articles of
Association and / or by current legislation.

3.3.1 The authority of the Supervisory Board member is valid from the moment of their election by the General
Meeting. In case of the replacement of the Supervisory Board member - a Sharcholder Representative, the
powers of the withdrawn member of the Supervisory Board shall be terminated, and a new member of the
Supervisory Board shall acquire authority from the moment the Company receives a written notification from
the shareholder (sharcholders) who is the representative of the respective member of the Supervisory Board.

3.4. The authority of the Supervisory Board member may be terminated by the decision of the General Meeting
ahead of schedule only in condition of the simultaneous termination of the authority by the entire Supervisory
Board. In such a case, the decision to terminate the authority of the Supervisory Board members should be
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adopted by the General Meeting by a simple majority of votes of the shareholders who have registered for
participation in the General Meeting.

The provisions of clause 3.4 of this Regulation do not apply to the right of a sharcholder (sharcholders), whose
representative is elected to the Supervisory Board, to replace such representative — the Supervisory Board
member. A member of the Supervisory Board elected as a representative of a sharcholder or a group of
shareholders, respectively, may be replaced by such shareholder or group of shareholders at any time.

4. GENERAL REQUIREMENTS FOR CANDIDATES IN THE SUPERVISORY BOARD
MEMBERS, SPHERE OF COMPETENCE AND SET OF PROFESSIONAL SKILLS REQUIRED
FROM MEMBERS OF THE SUPERVISORY BOARD, THEIR PROFESSIONAL AND PERSONAL
QUALITIES

Each sharcholder has the right to make proposals for candidates to the Supervisory Board, the number of
which cannot exceed the quantitative composition of the Supervisory Board. The procedure for submitting
proposals for candidates to the Supervisory Board is determined by the Company's Articles of Association and
/ or by current legislation.

When selecting candidates for membership of the Supervisory Board, each sharcholder intending to make a
proposal for candidates to the Supervisory Board, if it does not violate his rights, as defined by law and / or by
the Articles of Association, shall ensure the diversity of the Supervisory Board in accordance with the
requirements for candidates for the position of a member of the Supervisory Board that should be the same for
a candidate for the position of the Independent Director and candidate for the position of the Representative of
the shareholder in the Supervisory Board of such Company, except for the requirements of independence
requirements for the candidate for the position of Independent director determined by law.

Each sharcholder independently identifies candidates to the Supervisory Board, unless another procedure for
their selection is established by the current legislation.

A member of the Supervisory Board may be only an individual. A member of the Supervisory Board may not
be a member of the Management Board and / or a member of the Audit Committee of the Company at the
same time.

An individual who meets the criteria and requirements established by the Company's Articles of Association
and / or current legislation may be selected as the Independent Director.

5. CRITERIA FOR THE SELECTION OF APPLICANTS FOR THE FORMATION OF THE
EFFECTIVE COMPOSITION OF THE SUPERVISORY BOARD

5.1. The candidate for members of the Supervisory Board must meet the following mandatory requirements:

- higher education, availability of knowledge and professional skills, work experience and other
characteristics necessary for the proper execution of the Supervisory Board member powers, taking into
account the type of activity and specialization of the Company;

- availability of full civilian capacity;

- absence of outstanding conviction;

- honesty, impartiality and impeccable business reputation.

5.2. In the case of competitive selection of independent members of the Supervisory Board, the Competitive

Selection Commission (hereinafter the “Commission”) will proceed from the need to select persons who
will jointly correspond to the most optimal composition of the Supervisory Board.

The most optimal composition of the Supervisory Board is a situation when the profile of activities
(specialty, qualifications, work experience) of the members of the Supervisory Board coincides with the
lines of business of the Company. In this case, it will be much easier for the Supervisory Board, as the body
that makes almost all key decisions regarding the activities of the Company and controls the activities of the
executive body, to understand the features of the functioning of the Company as a whole and in its individual
arcas, to understand the logic of the processes that take place within the Company, and fully control the
executive body, including its individual members. Thus, the Supervisory Board should include (the most
preferable option):

- a person with technical education and experience in the production field;
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- a person with legal education and experience in corporate, civil and /or commercial law;
- a person with an economic education, qualifications of an economist, accountant or auditor and
experience in the field of finance, enterprise economics, corporate governance, accounting and /or audit.

If the optimal composition of the Supervisory Board cannot be achieved, the selection of candidates should
proceed according to the principle “from most important to less important”. The more important is the
candidate’s work experience in areas that correspond to the directions of the Company’s activities, less
important are qualifications and education.

5.3. In the case of selection based on work experience, candidates for the Supervisory Board, in general, should
be oriented and have experience in at least such areas:
1. Production.
2. Corporate, civil and /or commercial law.
3. Finance, enterprise economics, corporate governance, accounting and /or audit.

5.4. The selection criteria for applicants within one group are the selection of one of the applicants among
candidates who have the same education (qualifications), work experience and knowledge in a particular
field.

When considering the documents of the applicants, the following criteria are decisive for choosing the
winner of the competitive selection:

- work experience, competence and knowledge in the relevant direction of the Company activity;
- length of work;
- knowledge of languages.

5.5. A member of the Supervisory Board must have the following personal qualities: discipline and consistency,
diplomacy and flexibility, self-organization and development orientation, innovation and creativity, ability to
work in stressful situations.

6. TRANSITIONAL AND FINAL PROVISIONS

6.1. In case of amendments to the legislation of Ukraine and in case of discrepancies between the norms of such
legal acts and the norms of this Regulation, this provision should be applied in a part which does not
contradict the norms of such normative legal acts.

6.2. If, during a certain period of time, one of the sharcholders of the Company is /will be a state represented by
the authorized body, this provision is /will be in effect in a part which does not contradict the legislation on
management of state corporate rights, and norms of normative legal acts on issues of management of state
corporate rights are /will prevail over the provisions of this Regulation.

6.3.Taking into account the provisions of clause 6.2 of this Regulation, if, during a certain period of time, one of
the sharcholders of the Company is / will be represented by authorized body on behalf of the state and the
state-owned shares will be decided on their privatization, this Regulation is / will be in effect in a part that
does not contradict the legislation on privatization, and the norms of legal acts on privatization issues are /
will prevail over the provisions of this Regulation.
